Students who have already achieved N2 level of Japanese proficiency will be able to take
courses from the Japanese Social Study Program or the Contemporary Business Program.
The N3 level students have to take intensive Japanese Language courses in fall semester
(the first semester at YGU). In the following semester (spring semester), the students can
take courses from the Japanese Social Study Program or the Contemporary Business
Program with the requirement classes of Japanese Language.
